“..It was the Lord who put into my mind — |
could feel His hand upon me — the fact that it
would be possible to sail from here to the Indies...
All who heard of my project rejected it with laugh-
ter, ridiculing me... There is no question that the in-
spiration was from the Holy Spirit, because he com-
forted me with rays of marvellous illumination from
the Holy Scriptures... For the execution of the jour-
ney to the Indies I did not make use of intelligence,
mathematics, or maps. It is simply the fulfilment of
what Isaiah had prophesied... No one should fear to
undertake any task in the name of our Saviour, if it
is just and if the wtention is purely for His Holy
service... the fact that the Gospel must still be
preached to so many lands in such a short time —
this is what convinces me”. (“Book of Prophecies”,
Christopher Columbus).

Columbus’ voyage ulumately led to the first
permanent Engish settlement in America, at
Jamestown. They placed a cross at Cape Henry
(now Virginia Beach) on April 29, 1607, claiming
America for God as his vehicle for spreading the
gospel to every nation.

Duyfken 400 year Celebrations

2006 marked the 400th year of European connectig‘{r}\s with
Australia. Not only the De Quiros Celebrations in Vanuatu

but that of the Duyfken the "Little Dove", named after the
dove sent out from Noah's Ark in search of land.

Under the command of Willem Janszoon, Duyfken and
her crew ventured south-east. They sailed beyond Papua
New Guinea and explored and chartered part of the coast
of Nova Guinea. They did not find gold - but they did find
the northern coast of a huge continent: Australia. Captain
Janszoon was the first European to map and record
Australia in history so Duyfken's voyage marks the
beginning of Australia's recorded history.
